The recipients each receive a $1000 one-time scholarship ($500 from the CGS Student Government and $500 from the
College of General Studies.) Also, the recipients’ names are engraved on the CGS Student Government wall display in
the William Pitt Union. The scholarship will be awarded for the Spring 2010 semester. The winners will be expected to
attend the “Excellence in CGS” reception in April 2010. The deadline for application is Monday, November 2, 2009.

Eligibility Requirements

e Candidates must be currently enrolled in the College of General Studies at the University of Pittsburgh;

e Candidates must have obtained at least 30 college credits, of which at least 15 must be in the College of General
Studies; and,

e Candidates must have a minimum Q.P.A. of 3.0 at the University of Pittsburgh.

Decision Criteria

Students will be evaluated on the following criteria:

e Academic performance

o Compelling situations/obstacles that student has overcome in order pursue a college degree
